Russ Robertson, Public Works Director said that around the wastewater treatment plant in close proximity there were
17 ground water wells that required monitoring and test on a frequent basis. The results then needed to be reported
back to the State because they want to check to see if the wastewater treatment plant has any impact on the
surrounding groundwater table and the State was asking for changes on the current process. Council Member Fast
asked for confirmation that these were not drinking water wells but only at the wastewater treatment plant.

Council Member Fast moved, Council Member Soleno seconded to accept, and APPROVE AND AUTHORIZE
CITY MANAGER TO EXECUTE A PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT WITH APEX ENVIROTECH,
INC.

Kevin Fabino, Director of Community Development indicated that efforts were already in progress for the
Consolidation Plan, and being lead by the County. Mr. Fabino said that the real purpose for this public information
session was for providing the opportunity for the County Team presentation.

Kristi Johnson, Assistant Manager for Fresno County, Community Development Division introduced her fellow staff
members Jonathon Avedian and Yvette Quiroga, Fresno County Affordable Housing Program Manager. Ms.
Johnson and County Staff discussed the Consolidated Plan, the CDBG Program and Housing Programs. Ms. Johnson
provided a brief background on the purpose of their visit to each of their partner cities every five years. Ms. Johnson
stated that the Consolidated Plan was a five year outline, identifying the community development needs in the
unincorporated portion of the C ounty in the seven partner cities, The identified in the plan are addressed each year
through various grant applications. The Community Development Block Grant Frogram which was funded by the
LS. Department of Housing and Urban Development also known as HUD and the grant funds were used for eligible
housing, community and economic development activities. Ms. Johnson provided examples of CDBG activities and
explained that these activities must primarily benefil the low and moderate income people stating that approximately
$10,200,000 of CDBG funds had been invested in Reedley since 1975, County staff wished 1o receive input from the
Council Members and members of the public on what they would like 1o see included in the CDRG projects in the
next five vears,

Council had questions regarding the eligibility requirements and reasons that the boundaries had been changed 1o
which Ms. Johnson stated that it was due to the change in how they obtained their numbers using the American
Community Survey and not the Census.

Kevin Fabino, Director of Community Development further explained the process of CDBG Projects from the point
of selection by Council, to the implementation and completion of CDBG Projects. Mr. Fabino and Ms. Johnson
responded and clarified additional questions by Council.

6. PRESENTATION BY TREE FRESNO REGARDING A PILOT “COMMUNITY LANDSCAPE PLAN” IN

City Manager Nicole Zieba introduced Mr. Lee Ayres, Chief Executive Officer of Tree Fresno and Mr. Ken Enns,
member of the Tree Fresno Board. Ms. Zieba explained that Mr. Ayres had initially contacted her regarding a
possible Pilot Program for the Community Landscape Plan, stating that one of the reasons Mr. Ayres was looking at
Reedley was because Mr. Enns was a resident of Reedley and familiar with Reedley. This project had the potential to
dramatically change communities and neighborhoods.  Mr. Ayres would be only doing the presentation, an
opportunity for Tree Fresno to explain what they envision with this plan to Council and no action would be taken.

Mr. Russ Robertson, Public Works Directors stated that Staff was recommending the adoption of Resolution No.
2014-068. Mr. Robertson stated that the City of Reedley and KCUSD had been working collaboratively for the past
10 years on the development of the Central Valley Transportation Center with the purpose of this partnership to
combine resources and jointly develop and construet an alternative fuel fueling station, to jointly seek available grant
and share facilities, efforts and cost. Mr. Robertson reviewed for Council the proposed project specifics and then
provided an overview of the project site. Providing the history of the project and said that to date, the CVTC had
received nearly two million dollars in grant monies for the development and construction of the alternative fuels
fueling station, however the € ity was under no obligation at this time to build out their portion of the CVTC, but that
Staff would continue to seek out available grant funding opportunities and consider the strategic and financial benefirs
of relocating current facilities that were outdated and too small for current operations.  Mr. Robertson stated that the
land lease agreement before Council was a sevenly-five year initial term and the agreement would automatically
extend for an additional ten years unless either party provides a written notice to not extend. The cost 1o the City of

3
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Reedley would be a dollar per year and would be payvable in advance for the initial term, therefore it would be $75.00
up front, There were some maintenance considerations in the agreement, with KCUSD maintaining all the landscape
inside the perimeter fence on the entire: transportation site including the City of Reedley's leased premises. The
KCUSD would also maintain repair and replace the fueling center, with the City of Reedley maintaining the entire
portion of the rail-to-trail pathway that would run on the east side of the property. Mr, Robertson asked that Council
consider approval of the proposed long term land lease agreement before them.

Council expressed support for moving forward, however Council Member expressed some concern over the additional
rail to trails that would need to be maintained but was supportive of the project. In response to Council Member Fast’s
question regarding development of the building parts of the project, Mr. Robertson said that they would continue to
Jointly pursue all available grant funds to make the project complete. However if the they did not get grant funding for
the project the City would be responsible for paying for our own buildings, asphalt on everything above the center line

on the map, but there were no timelines in building.

City Manager, Nicole Zicha stated that in her opinion, the only risk moving forward would be the School District
under State Education Code is not allowed 1o indefinitely lease land, They must have a term that could not exceed
seventy-five years, which was why this agreement had a seventy-five year term.  If af that time the lease ends and the
City has built property there and for some unknown reason the school district administration does not want us there,
they could not simply pick up a building an move it. She felt that it was a fairly low risk given there was seventy-five
years to deal with that but she felt it necessary lo point that out to Council as a risk calegory of this agreement,

Council stated that we were fortunate that both City and School District were able to work together in a good
relationship and were able to work together. Council and Staff concurred with that statement, stating that comments
of surprise had been made at the State level about the cohesiveness with both agencies.
